O There are relatively few assessment statements as these knowledge
statements should be what pupils retain for ever. In other words, this
knowledge is within their long-term memory and will be retained.

O There is a difference between knowledge which will be retained
close to the point of teaching and that which will be retained for
ever.

Q In effect, sticky knowledge refers to the long-term memory and
should not be assessed too close to the point of feaching.
